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Following a rally in Cavendish Square, near Oxford
Circus, we will be marching through the busiest parts
of the capital, down Regent St, through Piccadilly 
Circus and Trafalgar Square, taking the anti-vivisection
message to thousands of shoppers, tourists and 
residents. The march will then take us onto Whitehall,
past Downing St and the Houses of Parliament,
where we will call for the abolition of animal 
experiments once and for all.
The march will take place just before, or just after the
General Election (depending on when the government
decides to call it), so this is a great opportunity to 
remind whoever is in government of the widespread
and growing opposition to animal experiments on
both ethical and scientific grounds.
Those involved in animal research have a vested 
interest in perpetuating the myth that animal experiments
are somehow vital to human health and medical
progress, but in fact it is quite the opposite. There 
are fundamental physiological differences between
species, and even within species, which make animal
tests unreliable and dangerous. Side effects from
medical drugs are responsible for 18,000 deaths in
the UK every year, the fourth biggest cause of 
premature death after heart disease, cancer and
stroke. Yet all of these drugs were passed as “safe”
following tests on animals.

Many in the charity
sector are also 
becoming increasingly
aware that a large 
proportion of the many
millions of pounds in 
donations given to
medical charities each year is being squandered on
unreliable animal testing, instead of being used to
fund relevant and reliable research, such as the use
of human tissue, cell cultures and computer 
modelling. At the same time, large numbers of those
afflicted with these diseases struggle to get access 
to the basic healthcare and medicines which could
improve their quality of life.
For far too long these vested interests have wielded
huge influence over government policy, and this has
allowed the scandal of animal experiments to continue.
The victims are not only the 3 million or so animals
killed in experiments each year within the UK, but
also the many thousands of human patients killed or 
seriously injured by drugs which were deemed safe 
because they passed animal tests.

It is clear that as a movement we are facing an uphill
battle against a powerful and well-funded industry.
But it is one we must continue to fight on behalf of
millions of forgotten victims of vivisection.

Please join us on 24th April in London. Let's make
our voices heard on the streets and in the corridors 
of power.
